(tuition fees and accommodation costs). 

 

VISAS 
 

 
 A visa is mandatory therefore non-Chinese students will need to present their 
letter of acceptance to apply for a visa. Please check the Chinese consulate 
website for the exact procedure and any other documents that the consulate 
may require for the visa application.  
 
On arrival in Shanghai, student will need to register with ESSCA’s local host 
institute ESAI and pay a Registration and Administration fee of 990 RMB for the 
Summer programme in Shanghai to cover the administration charges for 
insurance of official visa documents as required by the Chinese Government. 
Our local team will also help you to register with the local police and authorities   
 

HEALTH INSURANCE 

Valid international health insurance or travel insurance covering hospital care 
and repatriation is required to fulfil your registration on the Summer Programme. 
Please send us a copy with your insurance and make sure your document is 
written either in French or English.
